Installing the Moldings

4. Before removing the adhesive tape from the back
of the molding, trial-fit the molding so you become
familiar with the correct location of the molding
piece. Hold the molding piece against the body,
and align its lower edge with the upper edge of the
template.

5. Peel back about an inch and a half of each
adhesive tape strip from the rear edge, and fold it
diagonally toward the outside.

7. Install the left quarter panel body side molding  as
described in steps 3 through 6, except that the
molding starts 2 mm back from the edge of the
door.

6. Attach the rear edge of the molding to the edge of
the door. Continue holding the molding in
alignment, as you slowly and carefully pull out
about 6 inches of adhesive tape from under each
side; then press the molding into place. Repeat as
necessary, 6 inches at a time, until the entire
length of molding is attached. Do not “stretch” the
molding by stroking or smoothing it into place;
instead, roll or “walk” your hand or fingers against it
from back to front.

8. Remove the template.

9. With a hard rubber roller, apply about 30 pounds of
pressure along the top edge of each molding, from
the one end to the other. Repeat along the bottom
edge of each molding.

9. Position the template on the right (passenger's)
door, and repeat steps 2 through 9 to install the
door moldings on the right side of the vehicle.

NOTE: After the body side molding is installed, tell
your customer not to wash the vehicle for 24 hours
to give the adhesive time to cure.
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Install by aligning with the
end of door edge guard.
