1. Make sure you have the anti-theft code for the
radio, then write down the radio station presets.

2. Disconnect the negative cable from the battery.

3. Remove the left rear splash guard (three self-
tapping screws).

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5. Open the tailgate, and attach a piece of duct tape
to the tailgate trim on the right side of the
tailgate.

6. Remove the two bolt covers from the left side of
the rear bumper. Remove the two washer-bolts
from each side of the rear bumper.

8. With an assistant holding the tailgate, remove the
screw that secures the tailgate open stay.

7. Remove the center clip, and remove the self-
tapping screw from each side of the rear bumper.

10. Fold down the rear seatbacks, then fold down the
rear seat cushions assembly forward.

9. Open both sides of the rear bumper, disengage the
hooks and remove the rear bumper by pulling it
outward. Be careful not to hit the bumper against
the tailgate. Set the rear bumper on a blanket.

NOTE: Hold the tailgate at an angle until the gap
between the bumper and tailgate is the widest,
then remove the bumper with care.

20. While wearing eye protection, drill a 20 mm hole
through each of the two outer marks, and a 26 mm
hole through each of the inner marks. Remove any
burrs from the edges of the holes.

21. Separate the corner sensors from the
corner sensor trims. Install the corner sensor trims
first, then install the corner sensors through the 20
mm holes you just made, with the “UP” mark
facing up.

22. Install the two center sensors into the 26 mm
holes. Secure the center sensors using one
retainer clip for each sensor.

26. Inside the cargo area, remove and discard the
vehicle hole seal.

27. Position the control unit bracket on the vehicle
panel, and install the screw and nut while pushing
the control unit bracket flange against the vehicle
panel. Tighten the screw and nut securely.

Route the backup sensor harness 6-pin
connector and grommet through the hole in the
vehicle panel.

29. Using two wire ties with clip "B", secure the
backup sensor harness to the vehicle panel. If
there is already a vehicle harness using the two
vehicle panel holes, cut off the clips from the two
wire ties, and secure the backup sensor harness
to the existing vehicle harness.

30. Attach the 2A fuse label to the backup sensor
harness fuse case.

31. Unplug the taillight 6-pin connectors, and plug the
backup sensor harness 6-pin connectors in
between the vehicle 6-pin connectors you just
unplugged.

32. Remove and discard the grommet from the vehicle
panel.

Get three wire ties with clip "A." Attach one wire
tie with clip "A" at each of the green-taped areas
on the backup sensor harness. Slide each of the
wire ties with clip "A" onto the ribs of the rear
bumper.

33. Route the four backup sensor harness 2-pin
connectors through the vehicle grommet hole
from the inside to the outside of the vehicle.
Install the backup sensor harness grommet in the
vehicle panel securely.

34. Using two wire ties, secure the backup sensor
harness to the vehicle harness.

35. With the help of an assistant, plug the four
backup sensor harness 2-pin connectors into the
two center sensor connectors and two corner
sensor connectors located on the rear bumper.
Reinstall the rear bumper.

Check that all wire harnesses and cables
are routed properly, and that all connectors
are plugged in.

43. Reinstall all removed parts.

44. Reconnect the negative cable to the battery.

45. Enter the customer’s radio anti-theft code,
and reset the radio station presets.

46. Reset the clock.

47. Check that the backup sensors work properly
as described in the Owner’s Manual supplied
with the backup sensor kit.

NOTE: Whenever the battery is disconnected,
the driver’s window AUTO function is disabled.

48. Start the engine. Push down on the
driver’s window switch until the window is fully
open.

49. Pull up on the driver’s window switch to close
the window completely, then hold the switch for
2 seconds or more.

50. Lower and raise the window to check operation
of the driver’s window AUTO function.
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
