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4. Lace the string through the holes of the steering
wheel cover from the inside to the outside and
moving upward as shown.
• Leave approx. 100 mm (3.94 in. ) of string at

the end. This will be used to tie the string at
the end.
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Undo the lacing string.

2. Turn over the steering wheel cover. Peel back the
adhesive backings shown, and temporarily attach
them to the front of the steering wheel cover with
masking tape.

3. Thread the lacing needle as shown.

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5. Tightly lace the string twice through the holes
directly above the spoke as shown.

7. Lace the string twice through the holes directly
above the spoke as shown.

8. Lace the string through the holes behind the
spoke once as shown, making sure not to skip
any holes.

9. After lacing the string through the holes in the
steering wheel cover at the back side of the
spoke, lace up the steering wheel cover tightly as
it wrinkles a little at the end.
• Best fitment results are obtained by lacing up

the steering wheel cover tightly.

10. Lace the string twice through the holes directly
below the spoke as shown.

After lacing up the entire steering wheel cover,
pull the string out at the end of the steering wheel
cover seam. Be sure that both ends of the string
are equal in length.

14. Remove the adhesive backing from the left side of
the steering wheel cover.

15. Tie the ends of the string together twice securely.
Cut off the excess string after the knot.

16. Put the knot inside the steering wheel cover.
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
