temperature is 60°F (15°C) or above.
• To allow the adhesive to cure, do not wash the vehicle

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Installing the Rear Bumper Metal Panel

1. Open the trunk lid. Attach masking tape to the rear 
bumper, and mark it using a felt-tip pen as shown.

Then, attach masking tape at both 
ends as shown.

3. Remove the rear bumper metal panel from the rear 
bumper.

Using the alcohol wipe, thoroughly clean the rear 
bumper where the rear bumper metal panel will 
attach.

5. Peel back the adhesive backings, and tape them to 
the front surface of the rear bumper metal panel with 
masking tape. Remove the remaining adhesive 
backings.

6. Attach the rear bumper metal panel to the rear 
bumper by lining it up with the masking tape as 
shown.

8. Using a rubber roller, apply firm pressure against the 
rear bumper metal panel and roll from one end to the 
other.

9. Remove masking tape and the sticker on the rear 
bumper metal panel.
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
