NOTE:

• Be careful not to damage the paint finish.

• This wing spoiler kit should be installed only if the 
ambient air temperature is 15°C (60°F) or above.

• Clean and wax the areas to be covered with a high-
quality paste wax.

• To allow the adhesive to cure, do not wash the vehicle 
for 24 hours. Please advise the customer.

1. Disconnect the negative cable from the battery.

2. Open the trunk lid. Remove the trunk lid trim panel.

• Wearing gloves rotate the trunk spring tool as 
you pull it towards you.

CAUTION: Be careful when installing the trunk spring 
as they could repel with strong force and cause injury.
