Customer Information: The information in this
installation instruction is intended for use only by skilled
technicians who have the proper tools, equipment, and
training to correctly and safely add equipment to your
vehicle. These procedures should not be attempted by
“do-it-yourselfers.”

NOTE:

Do not damage the paint finish when you install the
hood air deflector.

This hood air deflector kit should be installed only if the

ambient air temperature is above 15° C (60° F).

To allow the adhesive to cure, do not wash the vehicle

for 24 hours. Please advise the customer.

The hood air deflector cannot be installed with a nose

mask.

Open the hood. Locate the three square holes on the
inside of the hood. Push one grommet nut into each

square hole in the hood.

CARE OF THE HOOD AIR DEFLECTOR

e To avoid damaging the surface, never use ammonia-
based cleaners or solvents to clean the hood air
deflector.

« Clean with a solution of mild dishwashing soap and
water using a soft cloth or chamois.

» To remove fine scratches and restore the original
luster, use Meguiar’s Mirror Glaze plastic cleaner and
polish or an equivalent high-quality plastic cleaner.
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
