1.  Make sure you have the anti-theft codes for the
audio unit and navigation system (if equipped), then
write down the radio station presets.

Reinstall the driver's A-pillar trim.

Check that all wire harnesses are routed properly
and all connectors are plugged in.

Reinstall all removed parts.
Reconnect the negative cable to the battery.

Enter the customer’s audio and navigation system
(if equipped) anti-theft codes, and reset the radio
station presets.

Reset the clock.

If the IMA battery level gauge display is at zero,
start the engine and hold it between 3,500 rpm and
4,000 rpm (without load) in P or N position until the
IMA battery level gauge display shows at least
half-charged.

Do the Function Check to test the operation of the
automatic day/night mirror.

Adjust the zone and calibrate as required.
Put the Operating Instructions in the glove box.

Turn the ignition switch to ON (1), but do not start the
engine.
Turn on the switch. Check that the LED illuminates.

5. If the automatic day/night mirror does not function
properly, check the fuse and all connectors,
including the ground cable.
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
