* Alift is required to raise the vehicle off the ground to
install the front lip spoiler.

¢ The front lip spoiler cannot be used with a nose mask.

1. Make sure you have the anti-theft code for the audio
unit and navigation unit (if equipped), then write
down the radio station presets.

2. Disconnect the negative cable from the battery.
3. Remove the front bumper.
* Remove the front bumper molding (six clips).

5.  Using diagonal cutters, cut and remove the three
rivets on the driver’'s and passenger’s front inner
fenders as shown.

¢ Remove the top clip. With the help of an
assistant, release six retaining tabs on each
side, and remove the front bumper.

* If the vehicle is equipped with fog lights, DRIVER’S FRONT DRIVER’S
unplug the vehicle connectors.

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While wearing eye protection, drill the seven pierced
marks on the front bumper from the painted side with
a 3 mm drill bit, then enlarge the holes witha 10 mm
drill bit. Remove any burrs.

Enter the customer’s anti-theft code for the audio
and navigation system if equipped, and reset the
radio station presets.

Reset the clock.

If the IMA battery level gauge display is at zero, start
the engine, and hold it between 3,500 and 4,000 rpm
(without load) in P or N position until the IMA battery
level gauge display shows at least half-charged.

The front under spoiler has a textured surface. To prevent wax build-up on the textured surface, do not wax the front
under spoiler. To clean the textured surface, use a soft brush to remove any debris.
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
