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Installing the Accelerator Pedal Cover

1. Align the accelerator pedal cover with the 
accelerator pedal. Mark the accelerator pedal 
through the three holes in the accelerator pedal 
cover using a felt-tip pen (white).

2. Remove the accelerator pedal cover. While wearing 
eye protection, drill the accelerator pedal at the 
pierced marks to 5 mm:
• Wrap each drill bit with electrical tape 7 mm from 

the tip.
• While holding the accelerator pedal to the floor, 

drill each pierced mark with a 2mm drill bit and 
finish with a 5 mm drill bit.

• Using a file, remove the burrs from the edge of 
the holes.
