Customer Information: The information in this
installation instruction is intended for use only by skilled
technicians who have the proper tools, equipment, and
training to correctly and safely add equipment to your
vehicle. These procedures should not be attempted by
“do-it-yourselfers.”

1. Make sure you have the anti-theft code for the audio
unit and navigation system (if equipped), then write
down the audio unit presets.

2. Disconnect the negative cable from the battery.
3. Remove the front bumper:
J Remove the front grille cover (eight clips).

* Use only a Honda Genuine halogen light bulb of
specified wattage.

P/N 33165-S5A-003

* Do nottouch the bulb. Oily or greasy substances
on the bulb can shorten its service life due to the
heat produced when the bulb is turned on. If the
bulb is accidentally touched, wipe it clean with a
soft cloth that has been dampened with a
denatured alcohol or a mild detergent solution.

* Wheninstalling the new bulb, align the cutout on
the fog light with the tab on the new bulb and turn
the new bulb clockwise until it locks. If not

CONNECTOR properly aligned, the fog light may blind

oncoming drivers.
