62. Set the clock on vehicles without navigation.
63. If necessary, restore the systems back to normal 

operation as described in the service information.
64. Make sure the new steering wheel is in the straight-

ahead position with the front wheels. If the spoke 
angle of the new steering wheel is not in the straight-
ahead position with the front wheels, adjust the front 
toe as described in the service information.

65. Do the VSA sensor neutral position memorization as 
described in the service information.
