72. Turn the engine switch to OFF, then disconnect the
negative cable from the battery.

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73. Check that all wire harnesses are routed properly
and all connectors are plugged in.

74. Install all removed parts.

75. Connect the negative cable to the battery.

76. Connect the i-HDS, and clear the DTCs.

77. Inspect the following items. If any abnormality is

found, perform troubleshooting as described in the
service information.

*  Turnthe engine switch to ON. The SRS indicator
should come on for about 6 seconds and then go
off.

* Make sure the horn and steering wheel switches
work properly.

78. Press and hold the audio unit power button for 2
seconds to restore the audio and navi (if equipped)
system functions.

79. Set the clock on vehicles without navigation.

80. If necessary, restore the systems back to normal
operation as described in the service information.

81. Make sure the new steering wheel is in the straight-
ahead position with the front wheels. If the spoke
angle of the new steering wheel is not in the straight-
ahead position with the front wheels, adjust the front
toe as described in the service information.

82. Do the VSA sensor neutral position memorization as
described in the service information.
