4. On the inside of the front bumper, locate the seven 
preset marks. Using a pushpin, pierce the center of 
each preset mark.

5. While wearing eye protection, drill each of the seven 
pierced marks. First drill with a 3 mm drill bit, then 
enlarge the holes using a 20 mm hole saw.

6. Using a hacksaw, cut out the front bumper between 
the 20 mm holes.

7. Remove any burrs from the edges of the cutout.

• Turn the light switch to the “ ” position (headlights on 
low beam).

• Press the fog light switch (indicator is on).

NOTE: The fog light lenses can cloud when the outside 
temperature is cold; this is normal and should go away in 
warm weather.

• Do not touch the bulb. Oily or greasy substances 
on the bulb can shorten its service life due to the 
heat produced when the bulb is turned on. If the 
bulb is accidentally touched, wipe it clean with a 
soft cloth that has been dampened with a 
denatured alcohol or a mild detergent solution.

• When installing the new bulb, align the cutout on 
the fog light with the tab on the new bulb and turn 
the new bulb in completely. If not properly 
aligned, the fog light may blind oncoming 
drivers.
