They are not
designed to absorb shock or impact.

This kit should be installed only if the ambient air
temperature is 15°C (60°F) or above.

To allow the adhesive to cure, do not wash the vehicle
for 24 hours. Please advise your customer.

Restoration and Learning Operations

Start the engine.

Using the power window switch, repeat opening and
close the window from half-open to fully closed 10
times to allow the glass run channel to wear in. (The
window should not bind.)

If necessary refer to the Service Manual to reset the
power window. (If the automatic closing/opening
does not function after the reset, reset again.)

If necessary refer to the Service Manual to carry out
“learning” of the power window. (If the automatic
closing/opening does not function after the learning,
carry out “learning” again.)

NOTE: The operations in the steps 3 and 4 should be
done to all power windows having the automatic
closing/opening function to allow for proper
functioning of the auto-reverse function after
installing the door visors.

USE AND CARE

Clean the door visors with mild detergent and water. Do
not use organic solvents (thinners, benzine, alcohol, etc.)
or cleaners containing any abrasive material.
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
