NOTE: Do not install on vehicles with a trailer hitch.
1. Open the tailgate.
2. Disconnect the negative cable from the battery:

• Wrap a shop towel around the hood latch.

• Disconnect the negative cable from the battery.

11. Install the hands-free access unit to the rear lower 
trim with four clips and four self-tapping screws 
removed in step 10.

12. Install the four spring nuts removed in step 9 to the 
rear lower trim. 
NOTE: Make sure to install the spring nuts in the 
correct orientation.

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13. Install the rear lower trim to the rear bumper with 
eight retaining tabs and four bolts removed in step 8. 
Then, plug the vehicle connector to the hands-free 
access unit connector (if equipped).

14. Check that all wire harnesses are routed properly 
and all connectors are plugged in.

15. Install all removed parts except for the front 
bulkhead cover and the intake air tube.

16. Connect the negative cable to the battery.
17. Install the front bulkhead cover and the intake air 

tube.
18. Press and hold the audio unit power button for 2 

seconds to restore the audio and navi (if equipped) 
system functions.

19. Set the clock on vehicles without navigation.
20. If necessary, restore the systems back to normal 

operation as described in the service information.
