Wear eye protection. Wear heavy gloves.

Press firmly.

Clean with isopropyl alcohol. Return the original part to the customer.

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Wire Harness Routing Precaution

Do not secure the accessory har-
ness to the SRS harness.
(except for instruction
cases.)

Push the connectors and termi-
nals together until they lock.

Do not pull the harness to unplug
the connectors.

Install removed connectors in
their original location.

Do not pull the harness. Secure the accessory harness as
shown.

Do not pinch the harness. Cut off the excess wire tie.
