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INSTALLATION

1. Disconnect the negative cable from the battery:
• Wrap a shop towel around the hood latch.

“do-it-yourselfers.”

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9. Route the vehicle harness as shown. Be careful not 
to crease the headliner. Secure the vehicle harness 
to the holder on the camera cover base, and plug the 
vehicle 7-pin connector into the automatic day/night 
mirror.

10. Using isopropyl alcohol on a shop towel, thoroughly 
clean the camera cover base where the aluminum 
tape will attach.

11. Using scissors, cut one aluminum tape in half. Line 
up the masking tape on the vehicle harness with the 
edge of the headliner, and secure the vehicle 
harness to the camera cover base with one half of 
aluminum tape.

13. Check that all wire harnesses are routed properly 
and all connectors are plugged in.

14. Install all removed parts except for the front 
bulkhead cover and the intake air tube.

15. Connect the negative cable to the battery.
16. Install the front bulkhead cover and the intake air 

tube.
17. Press and hold the audio unit power button for 2 

seconds to restore the audio and navi (if equipped) 
system functions.

18. Set the clock on vehicles without navigation.
19. If necessary, restore the systems back to normal 

operation as described in the service information.

20. Check that the automatic day/night mirror work 
properly as described in the owner’s manual of the 
vehicle.
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
