Customer Information: The information in this
installation instruction is intended for use only by skilled
technicians who have the proper tools, equipment, and
training to correctly and safely add equipment to your
vehicle. These procedures should not be attempted by
“do-it-yourselfers.”

NOTE:

* Do not damage the body paint finish.

* The weight of the cargo must not exceed the maximum
weight capacity of 50 kg (110 Ibs).

* Wipe the vehicle roof moldings clean before installing
the roof rack.

1. Using a trim removal tool, pry up on the front end of

each roof moldings.
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3. Usinglong nose pliers, remove six clips from the roof
g channels. Discard the clips.
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Using an air saw, cut each roof molding as shown.

Loosen four thumb wheel screws on the crossbar
holders. Align the marks on the crossbar holders
with the marks on the side rails. Securely tighten the
thumb wheel screws.

USE AND CARE

* Check the roof rack mounting bolts frequently, and
re-tighten if necessary.

» Distribute the weight of the cargo evenly, and do not
exceed the maximum weight capacity of 50 kg (110
Ibs).

* To reduce wind noise while driving, make sure the cut
roof moldings are properly installed on the roof
channel.
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
