¢ To avoid damaging the surface, do not use organic
solvents such as gasoline, ammonia-based cleaners or
solvents to clean the moonroof visor.

¢ Clean with neutral detergent solution and water using a
soft cloth or chamois.

e Toremove fine scratches and restore the original
luster, use Meguiar’s Mirror Glaze plastic cleaner and
polish or an equivalent high-quality plastic cleaner.
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
