Installing the Rear H Emblem
1. Attach masking tape along the rear H emblem as 

shown.

2. Using a piece of string, remove the rear H emblem 
by cutting along the outer edges as shown.
NOTE:
• Do not damage the vehicle body when removing 

the H emblem with the string.
• Make sure to thoroughly remove the adhesive 

tape from the tailgate.
